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Dress Code Policy (East Columbus High School)

Light jackets, sweatshirts, pullovers, and sweaters

Here at East Columbus High School, we understand that
students may want to wear a sweater, sweatshirt, pullover,
or light jacket in the building in order to stay warm
throughout the day. Therefore, we have established the
following rules regarding the dress code which are specific
to our school which is an enclosed facility.

1. Light jackets may be worn in the building but must be
orange, green, white, black or gray. Combinations of
these colors are acceptable. Collared shirts which
adhere to the dress code policy are still to be worn
underneath.

2. Belts must be worn with any pants that have belt
loops, if pants have a draw string, they must be tied.

3. Shirt tails must be tucked in at all times, even if a
jacket is worn over the student's collared shirt.

4. On Fridays, students can wear collared shirts, t-shirts,
jackets, sweaters, pullovers, or sweatshirts of any
color as long as it is school affiliated, meaning that it
displays the name of the school or mascot somewhere
on it. All other dress code rules still apply on Friday.
