	Bell Ringer-Come in , set up assemble horns, practice their scales
Teacher Input:  focus, review scale from last week concert Ab (play-warmup).    Play as a class in slow whole notes (tone building and group review of scale). Introduce the scale of the week Concert C and the 5 stroke roll.  Teach correct fingerings if not known.    Continue to focus on tone quality and review again things they can do to improve tone quality.  Long tones, deep breathing exercises.  

Group rehearsal.  Chorale numbers 1-4 and 8, Tune using hand held tuner.  EQs:  How long is an 8th note?  How long do you play a dotted quarter-a beat and a half-what does that mean?  What usually happens after a dotted quarter?  Begin a focus day pattern where each instrument group gets more needed help.  Today and tomorrow are trombone and low brass/woodwind help day,  Sit the trombones and low brass in the front row for extra focus help.  Help them to match the correct notes with chorales 1 and 2 and Holiday Sing along.  Then Urkanian Bell Carol measures 29-37.  Then Believe

Pieces to be Holiday Sing Along, Believe, and Do You want to build a snowman.  Give the 3 flute players time to try their flute trio Deck the Halls
